Oxford Big Read is a reading competition for junior high
school and senior high school students in Taiwan.
Students who participate in the competition will be
required to read Oxford Graded Readers and enter the
competition based on the categories they belong to.

Students read an
eligible book and create a poster or video based on what
they read; and submit their entry along with a Poster file or
a Video link via Entry Form.
